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Replacement of Clay Creek Changing Room Facility

Background

The current changing room facility is one of the few original facilities (over 30 years old) still standing in the
Clay Creek Campground. Itis a 2 room dilapidated, rat infested, wooden structure. Some visitors choose
to change in the outhouses (located farther from the swimming area) instead of this facility.

Proposed Action

The Proposed Action would demolish and remove the existing changing room facility at the Clay Creek
Campground. All materials would be removed from the current site. The same site would then be prepared
for the new pre-fabricated changing room, by pouring a concrete foundation. Once the foundation is
completed a new 4 room facility would be installed on top of it. Some adjacent vegetation may be removed
to facilitate these activities. Any vegetation restoration would be implemented after the facility installation.
All proposed work would occur in previously disturbed areas. All work is to be done within the time frame of
October 1, 2002 through February 28, 2003. If for some reason this project cannot be completed within this
time frame, work will be scheduled within the dates of August 6, 2003 through February 28, 2004 with the
adjusted work time hours as stated in the mitigation section of the CE Review Checklist form.

Decision
It is my decision to approve the Proposed Action to demolish and remove the existing facility as well as to
replace it with the new facility with a concrete foundation and restore any damaged vegetation.

Rationale

The Proposed Action qualifies as a categorical exclusion as described in the National Environmental Policy
Act Handbook H-1790, Appendixes, Part A - Departmental Categorical Exclusions (516 DM 2, Appendix
1),number 1.7 which states, ARoutine and continuing government business, including such things as . .
.maintenance and replacement activities having limited context and intensity, e.g., limited size and
magnitude or short term effectsf and, 516 DM 6, Appendix 5, Section H. Other (10) which states, ARemoval
of structures and materials of nonhistorical value . . .when little or no surface disturbance is involved@ The
Proposed Action does not meet any of the exception criteria and therefore an Environmental Assessment
(EA) is not necessary.
