APPRAISED PRICES are determined by a market based analytical appraisal method. 
 
NOTE:  This timber sale has been cruised based upon cubic foot measure.  The minimum bid figures shown by species are 
dollars per hundred cubic feet (CCF).  The minimum bid increment will be $0.05 per CCF.  Scribner board foot volumes by 
species are displayed for informational purposes and for the purpose of administration of Section 19 of the contract. 
 
LOG EXPORT RESTRICTIONS:  All timber offered for sale hereunder is restricted from export from the United States in the 
form of unprocessed timber and is prohibited from being used as a substitute for exported private timber. 
 
CRUISE INFORMATION:  The coniferous species in the right-of-ways have been cruised using the 3P system to select 
sample trees.  The sample trees have been felled, bucked, and scaled using the National Cruise Program.  A portion of the 
sample trees have been cruised and the volume computed using the National Cruise Program for estimating volume in 
16-foot lengths.  Volume from both methods is then expanded to a total sale volume. 
 
Volume for all coniferous species in the Partial Harvest Area is derived using Behre’s hyperbola volume equation.  Sample 
tree volume is expanded to a total sale volume using the National Cruise Program.  Basal area was determined with a 
Relaskop using a 27.78 BAF.  This sale contains a total of 289 plots.  A map showing the location of the sample trees is 
available at the Eugene District Office. 
 
No trees that are considered to be unmerchantable are designated for cutting.  With respect to merchantable Douglas-fir 
(sample) trees:  The average tree is 15.2" DBHOB; the average log contains 10 cu. ft. (54 bd. ft.); the total gross volume is 
approximately 12,238 CCF; 96% recovery is expected and 0% was determined to be salvage volume. 
 
CUTTING AREA:  Four areas totaling approximately 417 acres must be partial harvested.  Approximately 1 acre of right-of-
way is to be clear cut.  In addition, there are approximately 12 trees selectively marked for removal with blue paint outside 
the cutting area boundaries in the Approximate Area in Which Trees are Marked for Cutting in the Reserve Area. 
 
ACCESS:  Access to the sale is provided by: 
1. a public road; 
2. BLM existing roads; 
3. BLM roads to be improved and renovated; 
4. Roads covered by a Right-of-Way and Road Use Agreement No. E-300A between Giustina Land and Timber and the 

United States and No. E-300B between Lost Creek Timber and the United States.  In the use of private roads, the 
Purchaser shall enter into license agreements with Giustina Land and Timber and with Lost Creek Timber.  The license 
agreements shall be delivered to the companies for execution at least 15 days prior to any use of company roads.  See 
the Prospectus for full terms and conditions of use. 

 
ROAD MAINTENANCE:  The Purchaser shall pay a road use fee of $281.20 to Giustina Land and Timber (GLT) and road 
maintenance and rockwear fees to GLT estimated at $27,743.58.  The Purchaser shall pay road maintenance and rockwear 
fees to Lost Creek Timber estimated at $26,689.95.  The Purchaser shall maintain BLM roads and pay a rockwear fee of 
$9,480.29 to BLM.  See Exhibit D map for specification of road maintenance responsibility.  Only the map page of Exhibit D 
is included in the Prospectus.  Refer to the contract file for the full Exhibit D.

Estimated Quantity: 2,978 cu. yds. (compacted yards) of 1 1/2 inch minus crushed for surfacing 20-1-27A, 20-1-10.1H1 and 
H2, and 19-2-24.1 U.  740 cu. yds. pit run rock for suitable material for culvert bedding, back filling, and slope protection.  All 
rock from George=s Knob Quarry. 
24 hours of tractor time and 36 hours of excavator time for culvert removal and installation. 
Total estimated improvement cost: culvert removal, installation, surfacing, and brushing: $101,817.27 
 
Special Requirements in Road Improvement:  The culvert replacements on Road No. 20-1-10.1 H2 and 19-2-24.1 U shall be 
completed between July 1 and October 15 of the first year after the contract is approved.  During culvert installation, a silt 
fence and/or straw bales will be required to reduce sedimentation downstream.  Pit run rock will be required as suitable 
material for culvert bedding and back filling and used as slope protection at the inlet and outlet of Culverts 30, 31, 1, 2, and 7. 
 Water will be diverted from the construction area during culvert installation in a manner approved by the Authorized Officer.  
Resurfacing of road over culverts is to an 8 inch compacted depth. 
 
ROAD RENOVATION  (Grading, Culvert cleaning, and Brushing):  Required 
Road Nos. 20-1-27.2, -27.3, -27.4, -27.5, -27.6, -27.7, -27.8, -27.9, -27.10, Spur X and Spur Y. 
Class:  All SN-16 except -27.2 is SN-14 
Length:  2.72 miles 
5 hours of tractor time for 20-1-27.2 
Total estimated renovation cost:  $8,456.45 
 
This sale does not qualify for application to the Small Business Administration for loan for access road construction. 
 
DURATION OF CONTRACT:  Duration of the contract will be 30 months for cutting and removal of timber. 
 
SPECIAL PROVISIONS:  The contract will contain special provisions regarding road renovation and improvement, road 
maintenance, logging methods, prevention of erosion, falling of trees designated for cutting, logging residue reduction and 
submission of a written logging plan specifying spur road locations, landing locations, logging methods and logging schedule. 
 
Tractor logging of the right-of-way timber will be prohibited during periods of excessive soil moisture. 
 
OTHER SPECIAL REQUIREMENTS: 
1. The reserve trees in the Partial Harvest Area have been marked with yellow paint above and below stump height 

to be visible to timber fallers.  The Purchaser assumes all responsibility for additional marking should mechanical tree 
cutting methods be used. 

2. Mechanical felling may be allowed in the Harvest Area however, no ground based yarding outside of the road right-of-
ways is allowed. 

3. All trees designated for cutting in the Partial Harvest Area, Cable Yarding, shall be felled to the lead of the yarding 
corridor. 

4. One end suspension is required in the Partial Harvest Area, Cable Yarding. 
5. Lift trees and intermediate supports may be required to log portions of the Partial Harvest Area, Cable Yarding. 
6. No felling or yarding in or through reserve areas. 
7. No felling or yarding shall be conducted on the Partial Harvest Area during sap flow from April 1 to June 15 of each year, 

both days inclusive. 
8. Yarding in the Partial Harvest Area - Helicopter Yarding Area shall be done using a helicopter with logs suspended free 

and clear of the ground and tree tops in route to landing. 
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9. All trees designated for cutting shall be felled, limbed, and cut into log lengths not to exceed 40 feet before being yarded. 
10. Helicopter log and service landings shall not exceed 1 acre each. 
11. Yarding in the Partial Harvest Area, Cable Yarding, as shown on Exhibit A shall be done with a skyline system capable 

of lateral yarding 75 feet each side of the skyline. 
12. Skyline corridors shall be a minimum of 150 feet apart at the tailholds and shall not exceed 12 feet in width. 
13. Piling, covering and burning of slash required on all landings and within 25 feet of Road Nos. 20-1-10.1 and 20-1-24.1. 
14. Quarry development and rock crushing in the George’s Knob Quarry will be required. 
15. Purchaser will be required to provide and place 400 cu. yds. of maintenance rock. 
16. Upon completion of use, Purchaser will be required to block Road Nos. 20-1-27.2, 20-1-27.4, 20-1-27.7 and Spurs X and 

Y. 
17. Purchaser shall repair any logging damage to existing gravel surfaced roads. 
18. Special Provisions regarding contract suspension/modification/termination have been added to Section 41 of the 

contract. 
 
Approximately 266 CCF of additional volume was considered to be within the skyline corridors in this contract area but is not 
included in the advertised sale volume.  Additional skyroad timber will be sold at contract price.  Additional timber needed for 
other purposes will be appraised and sold at market value. 
 
OPTIONAL CONTRIBUTION:  The Purchaser will have the option of performing machine piling, covering and burning of 
landing slash and roadside piling, covering and burning, or contributing $4,908.58 in lieu thereof.  The option must be 
declared prior to contract execution.  The Purchaser will not have the option of contributing in lieu of performing the landing 
slash piling requirements of this contract. 
 
NARRATIVE DESCRIPTION OF HOW TO GET TO THE TIMBER SALE AREA:  Obtain a key from BLM office.  Access to 
the sale is through a locked gate over private roads.  Prospective bidders may obtain a key from the Eugene District 
Office.  Any other persons interested in visiting the timber sale site should first contact Jack Zwiesler at 683-6497. 
 
From Pleasant Hill, proceed easterly on State Hwy. 58 approximately 5 miles to the junction with County Road 6104 
(Rattlesnake).  Proceed southerly on Rattlesnake Road and Lost Creek County Road (6120) approximately 8 miles to the 
junction of Road No. 20-1-10.1 (Guiley Creek).  Follow Road No. 20-1-10.1 southerly through the locked gate approximately 
3.5 miles and follow the sale signs and Exhibit D map to the sale area. 
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
