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Background: Lane County, Oregon, has applied for a right-of-way grant issued pursuant to 43 CFR 2800 over existing
county road 353 (Hills Creek Road), approximately 0.46 miles in length. Under the provisions of R.S. 2477 (repealed by
FLPMA in 1976), the County already has a valid right-of-way for the subject road, since the road was constructed prior to
the repeal of R.S. 2477. The width of the existing right-of-way is 40 feet. The County is also requesting additional right-of-
way width necessary for lengthening a culvert that crosses the road on BLM lands in portions of Lot 3, Section 21, T. 18 S.,
R. 1 W.,W.M. Under R.S. 2477, a right-of-way was authorized by construction of the road without need for any approval
from the administering federal agency. Therefore, R.S. 2477 roads are not evidenced by a document recorded in the
public records. The issuance of this grant would both widen the existing right-of-way, in a portion of Lot 3, to facilitate
construction of the culvert, and document in recordable form, the authorization of the entire right-of-way.

Proposed Action: The proposed action is the issuance to Lane County of a perpetual right-of-way grant for the use and
maintenance of an existing county road pursuant to the authority of Title V of the Federal Land Policy and Management
Act of 1976 (43 U.S.C. 1761), subject to the terms and conditions in 43 CFR 2801 and those additional stipulations in the
attached Exhibit B. The proposed right-of-way is 40 feet in width, except for the additional area needed for culvert
extension, (see attached maps) and crosses approximately 0.46 miles of public land. The grant should be issued in
recordable form. No bonding should be required.

Decision: It is my decision to grant a right-of-way approximately 0.46 miles long and 40 feet in width (except where noted
on the attached maps), for the use and maintenance of an existing county road, to Lane County, Oregon, for a perpetual
term, across the following public land:

Sec. 15: Lot 14
Sec21: Lots 3,7, 8

The grant is made under the authority of Title V of the Federal Land Policy and Management Act of 1976 (43 U.S.C. 1761)
and subject to the terms and conditions in 43 CFR 2801. The grant shall also be subject to the stipulations in the attached
Exhibit B. The grant shall be issued in recordable form.

Rationale: The proposed action meets the criteria for the categorical exclusion in departmental manual 516 DM 6,
Appendix 5.4E(16)(Acquisition of easements for an existing road or issuance of leases, permits, or right-of-way for the use
of existing facilities, improvements, or sites for the same or similar purposes.), and none of the exceptions in 516 DM 2,
Appendix 2, apply. Further, the action is in conformance with the “Record of Decision for Amendments to Forest Service
and Bureau of Land Management Planning Documents within the Range of the Northern Spotted Owl” (April 1994), and
the “Eugene District Record of Decision and Resource Management Plan” (May 1995).
