CATEGORICAL EXCLUSION REVIEW

Background

At the request of Mr. Randy Yost, l inspected 10
Douglas fir trees on Bureau of Land Management land
in the NW 1/4 NW 1/4, of Section 19, T.17S.,R. 1

W. These include nine blowdown trees thathave
fallen on Mr. Yost’s adjacent property and one
standing danger tree that poses a hazard to his
parking area and s afety.

Mr. Yost has asked that we remove the trees from his
property and clean up anyresultantdebris caused by
their impact.

The abowe trees have been identified with blue paint

Proposed Action

Removal of 10 damaged trees, which are impacting
private land and compromise the safety of the public
welfare. Where possible, these trees would be sold
to recover value from BLM lands and to facilitate the

cleanup of debris from the adjacent private property.

This action is considered to be consistent with the
Standards and Guidelines for Management of Habitat
for Late-Successional and Old Growth Forest Related
Species Within the Range of the Northern Spotted

The objectives of the proposed action are to recover
resource value in a timely manner and remove trees
that jeopardize human safety and/or poise hazards to
the public.

The proposed action described abowe is approved and
will be carried outas necessary to recover value,
provide good will and alleviate safety concerns.

Rationale

The proposed action qualifies as a categorical
exclusion as described in the Departmental Manual
(516 DM6, Appendix5 C.(2)). It facilitates timely
removal to prevent theft while also reducing public
hazards along roadways and recovering economic
value in the form of wood products.

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Proposed Action: Salvage of blowdown and danger trees to offset possible damage to the Yost's property and eliminate
future safety hazards to the general public.
