O n the basis  o f the in format ion conta ined in  the Env i ronmenta l Asse ssme nt,  and al l  o ther

in format ion availab le to me,  i t is  m y determinat ion that implementat ion o f the proposed act ion or

a l ternatives wil l  not have s ign i f icant env i ronmenta l impac ts beyond those a l ready addressed in

the Record  o f Dec is ion for Ame ndme nts  to Forest Serv ice and Bureau of Land Management

Planning Docu ments  with  the Range of the Northern  Spot ted Ow l (Apri l  1994) and the Eugene

Dis t r ic t Record  o f Dec is ion and Resource Management  P lan (June 1995), with  which this  EA  is  in

conformance, and does not constitu te a major federa l ac t ion hav ing a s ign i f icant e f fec t on the

human environ ment.   Therefore, an env i ronmenta l impact s ta tement is  not necessary  and wil l  not

be prepared.

D E C I SI O N

Based on the analys is  documented in  the Env i ronmenta l Assessment  (EA) No. OR090-EA-00-11

and the F ind ing o f No Sign i f icant Impac t, i t is  m y dec is ion to implement the Proposed Act ion. 

The act ion would  amend  an ex is t ing Right -o f -Way  agreement and permit  to : 1) a l low the use of

an ex is t ing BLM  road and 2) a l low const ruct ion o f 463 feet o f temporary  road on public  land, both

to access 5 acres o f ad jacent private  land; 3) a l low the use of an ex is t ing BLM  road to access

adjacent private  land; 4) inc lude 1,318.06 acres o f private  land to access public  lands, sub ject to

future env i ronmenta l ana lys is ; and 5) add language spec i fy ing rec iproca l use o f he l ipor ts ,

he l iponds, and temporary  logg ing land ings.  

ALTERNATIVES

In  add i t ion to the se lected a l ternative, the EA  cons idered one other a l ternative (EA , p . 2-3). 

A l ternat ive A  is  the “No Act ion” A l ternat ive and would  invo lve no management  act iv i ties .

D E C I SI O N RATIONALE

The Proposed Act ion was  se lected because it best meets  the goal o f rec iproca l agreements , 

which is  to avoid  duplica te road s y s te m s and to prov ide long-term  access to the in terming led

land of both  the government and private  indust ry . 

The proposed act ion is  in conformance with  the “Record  o f Dec is ion for Ame ndme nts  to Forest

Serv ice and Bureau of Land Management  P lann ing Docu ments  within  the Range of the Northern

Spot ted Ow l ,”  (NSO ROD, Apri l  1994),  and the “Eugene Dis t r ic t Record  o f Dec is ion and



Resource Management  P lan ,”  (RMP, June 1995).

C O N S U L TA T I O N AND C O O R D IN A T IO N

Pursuant to the Endangered Spec ies Act,  formal consu l ta t ion has been completed with  the U .S .

F ish and Wildl i fe  Serv ice (FWS) over the in ter re la ted and in terdependent ac t ions o f

Weyerhaeuser Company  invo lv ing the removal o f d ispersa l hab i ta t on private  land via  federa l ly -

cont ro l led roads.   I t is  the op in ion o f the F W S that the Proposed Act ion i te m s 1 and 2 are  not

l ikely  to jeopard ize the cont inued ex is tence of the spot ted owl.   The BLM  shall  prov ide

Weyerhaeuser the conservat ion recommendat ions conta ined in  the B io log ica l Opin ion for the

act ion invo lv ing the removal o f spot ted ow l hab i ta t on private  land via  federa l ly -cont ro l led roads.

PUB LIC  COMMENTS

A public  not ice adver t is ing the availab il i ty  o f the EA  and FONSI appeared in  the Eugene

Register-Guard  on Apri l  26, 2000.  Addi t iona l ly , the EA  and FONSI were  mai led to in terested

individu als  and organizat ions (EA , p . 6) .  A  30-day public  comment  per iod c losed on May  26,

2000.  No comm ents  were  rece ived.

ADMINISTRATIVE REVIEW OPPORTUNIT IES

The dec is ion to implement this  ac t ion may  be appealed to the Of f ice o f Hear ings and Appeals ,

Of f ice o f the Secretary , U .S . Depar tment o f the Inter ior , in  accordance with  the regu la t ions

conta ined in  43 CFR Part  4 .  I f an appeal is  taken, the not ice o f appeal must  be f i led in  this  o f f ice

within  thirty  (30) days o f the f i rs t pub l ica t ion o f the not ice o f this  dec is ion in  the Eugene Register-

Guard  on June 28, 2000, for t ransmi t ta l to  the Board.  A  copy o f the not ice o f appeal and any

sta tement o f reasons, wr i t ten arguments , or br ie fs , must a lso be served upon the Regional

Sol ic i tor , Pacif ic  Nor thwest Region, U .S . Depar tment o f the Inter ior , 500 NE Mul tnomah Street,

Suite  607, Por t land, Oregon 97323, within  the s a m e t im e f rame.  In  tak ing an appea l, there must

be s t r ic t compl iance with  the regu la t ions.  In  accordance with  43 CFR 4.21, an appel lant has the

r ight to pet i t ion the Of f ice o f Hear ing and Appe als  to s tay the implementat ion o f the dec is ion;

however,  an appel lant must  show s tanding and present reasons for request ing a s tay o f the

dec is ion.  The pet i t ion for s tay must  be f i led together with  a  t imely  not ice o f appea l.
